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For a continuity of care between Oncology Day Hospital and Palliative Care/Leniterapia in the Florentine territory
ABSTRACT:
The projects is intended to ameliorate the quality of life of cancer patients to inauspicious prognosis through a continuity of care between the Oncolology Day Hospital and the Palliative Care Unit/Leniterapia.  It was created by a precocious positive experience  of  cancer patients on behalf of a palliative physician and it was possible to collaborate with the Public Sanitary Office of Florence and the Italian Foundation of Leniterapia Onlus. 
The project intends to amplify this experience in the Florentine territory covered by the Public Sanitary Office of Florence, integrating the work of four FILE palliativists within the Oncology Day Hospital for the four Palliative Care Units/Leniterapia in the territory. The integration comes about in a flexible way depending on the available resources and the needs of the wards. In this way, the patients and their families are placed in relations and communications with the palliativists already in their first phases of diagnosis and care. It is then established a continuity of care that benefits the conditions of the patient alleviating the psycho-physical sufferance and permitting them to depend on a fixed physician. 

From the organizational point of view, a new part of the project consists of the creation of an homogenous team of palliativists available within the public sanitary system by a non for profit foundation specialized and qualified like FILE. Moreover, this is introduced in the expansion and the diversification towards those who are evolving in their last years of palliative care. 

The integrative part of the project is the formative activity, registered data, coordination and the quality control of the continuity of care. All this couldn’t be made without the support of meetings and internal evaluations, formation of the palliativists in oncology and the oncologists in palliative care. The project is intended to last the minimum of one year with the possibility of renewal.
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
